Q: How many years of experience do you have in the wedding 

field? 

A: We have eight years of experience shooting and editing not 

only weddings, but everything from promotional commercial 

work to interviews to reality shows, giving us a well-rounded 

skill set that will help us give your wedding video that extra 

something. 

 

Q: What is your wedding video style? Do you have a standard 

shot/set-up list? 

A: Typically, our wedding coverage and anything shot beforehand 

is done so in a documentary style.  We can get pre-wedding 

footage including preparations and photos, and the ceremony in 

a visually pleasing style that will let you enjoy watching and re-

watching your video for years to come. Our reception coverage 

documents all of the highlights, but does so in a more flexible 

style to reflect the atmosphere of your reception. For example, a 

faster-paced video with quick cuts for a dance party-type 

function, or a slower, more classic style for a quiet, relaxing 

reception. 

 

Q: What form will the video be delivered in? What kind of DVD 

choices will we have? 

A: NDependent Productions delivers your wedding video in the 

industry standard DVD format.  You will have custom artwork 

and menus to select which event to view.  Chapter markers within 

the video will help you skip to your favorite parts, whether it be 

the walk down the aisle or your “I dos.”  Specific DVD details can 

requested at anytime during the preproduction period. 

 

Q: Will you have other weddings scheduled on the same day or 

weekend as mine? 

A: Not only is your wedding your special day, it is a big day for us 

as well. For that reason, we will not schedule any other 

production the day of your event.  If there is no conflict, we may 

schedule another event the day before or after, but your wedding 

comes first. 

 

Q: What kind of lighting do you use? 

A: NDependent Productions does not use its own lighting at 

wedding ceremonies.  With our documentary style, we like to be as 

unobtrusive as possible during your nuptials, and lighting the 

room takes attention off of you and puts it on us.  We do have on-

camera lighting, if necessary, to shoot your reception.
